Ponderings

In last week’s Ponderings column I wrote about the Eucharistic Prayer that can be used on week-
days with theme of “Reconciliation”. There are two of them. In this weeks column I would like to share
some of the Eucharistic Prayer for Reconciliation II.

Recall the Latin phrase, ‘lex orandi, lex credendi’----- ‘the law of prayer is the law of belief”. What
we believe can be found in the words we use to pray. Our prayer expresses our beliefs. The Eucharistic
Prayer for Reconciliation II-----is precisely that, a prayer. The greatest of prayers we offer is the Eucharist.

I ordinarily use these prayers during the season of Lent. I do not use them every weekday, but ‘mix
it in’----a bit of variety with a theme that is entirely aligned with the liturgical season of Lent with its em-
phasis on repentance.

In this Eucharistic Prayer for Reconciliation II we pray these words:

1t is truly right and just
that we should give you thanks and praise,
O God, almighty Father,
for all you do in this world
through our Lord Jesus Christ.

For though the human race
is divided by dissension and discord,
vet we know that by testing us
you change our hearts
to prepare them for reconciliation.

Even more, by your Spirit you move human hearts
that enemies may speak to each other again,
adversaries join hands,
and people seek to meet together.

By the working of your power
it comes about, O Lord,
that hatred is overcome by love,
revenge gives way to forgiveness,
and discord is changed to mutual respect.

Therefore, as we give you ceaseless thanks
with choirs of heaven,
we cry out to your majesty on earth,
and without end we acclaim:

Holy, Holy, Holy.........

If we reflect on our own lives, or the life of our community or nation, or even the world communityi, it is
fairly easy to apply this prayer to the reality we live with day-to-day. For example, Think of families, com-
munities and nations that are ‘divided by dissention and discord’. Or, ‘you move human hearts that ene-
mies may speak to each other again’---is this not one of our deepest desires---for reconciliation and unity in
our families, in our communities, between countries. We do want hatred to be overcome by love. We do
want revenge to give way to forgiveness. We want discord to turn in to mutual respect.

Imagine for a moment, and pray that ‘adversaries join hands and people seek to meet together’----it
would change our families, communities and the world........
