Ponderings

On behalf of the parish staff and in my own name I wish you and your families a Blessed and Happy
Easter! It is really the most important day for Christians----to celebrate Jesus Christ risen from the
dead. This singular event has changed the course of history and has changed all of our lives. By our
Baptism we were incorporated into the death and resurrection of Jesus. We were given the pledge and
promise of eternal life------ we were given a share in the victory Jesus won for us by dying and rising.
It is indeed Good News.

Last week in my Ponderings column I spoke about ‘hopelessness’----a lack of hope. As we journeyed
spiritually with the disciples through Good Friday----the day of Jesus’ suffering on the cross----we
could only imagine what the disciples were experiencing-----hopelessness, fear, anxiety about their
own futures?

The “Easter event” for the disciples----with Jesus’ resurrection appearances (which we will hear about
in the Sunday Gospels of the Easter season) gave them hope. It brought them away from fear and
anxiety to that place of trust and confidence in Jesus’ promise to them----that he was the ‘Way, the
Truth and the Life”. Easter renewed their hope, and it can renew our hope, as well. St. Paul wrote to
the Thessalonians, ‘we do not grieve like the rest who have no hope.’ I think it must be hard to be a
person who has no hope-----who does not have a belief system that is rooted in hope. The sad and dis-
couraging things that are part of our human existence would simply pull us down and keep us down---
-not letting us get on our feet again. Hope brings new life to us----Jesus is our hope!

I came across an article about being a person of hope. I share with you some of the points from that
article about becoming a person of hope. (1) recharge your batteries—we cannot run on ‘empty’—we
need to be spiritually refueled---it is why we gather each Sunday for the Eucharist (2) raise your ex-
pectations---life can be better than we expected---when our hopes are dashed we can ‘lower’ our ex-
pectations---with Christ all things are possible (3) refocus on the future---there may be occasions of
sadness in our past, but we can move forward (4) play to your strengths---we are only too aware of
our limitations----hope helps us focus on our strengths, and we all have those, as well. (5) refuse to go
it alone—the disciples needed each other and they would come together---and proclaim the Good
News---supported by each other; we can become people of hope through the encouragement of others
(6) replace burnout with balance—we can lose hope or become discouraged because we are too busy,
overcommitted, burdened by responsibilities---we can be people of hope when we seek to keep a bet-
ter ‘balance’ in our lives. (7) play great defense—we will continue to receive bad news, experience
one loss or another, one disappointment or another---but we can learn to respond to them in new ways
---bolstered by our hope.

Easter is all about Hope. It is all about New Life. It is all about a renewed faith in Jesus. As we come
together to celebrate Easter---especially as we come together for Mass on Easter Sunday I welcome
you to St. Bernard’s if you are visiting---and if you’re someone who really wants to get ‘back on
track” with coming to church regularly----let this celebration give you the hope and encouragement
you need. Let Jesus, the Risen Savior-----feed and nourish you with his Body and Blood----every
week at the celebration of the Eucharist-----we celebrate the Paschal Mystery----Jesus’ dying and ris-
ing---at every celebration of the Eucharist. Come, be renewed. May you have a Blessed Easter sea-
son!
