Second Sunday of Easter 
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Ponderings  

We welcome families to bring their children—our youngest parishioners—in their strollers to Mass. 

 Not long ago I heard a news story about “Loose Ends”, a relatively new organization with a 
unique mission!  The idea for “Loose Ends” came about when the founders, Jennifer Simonic and Ma-
sey Kaplan, both avid knitters, realized that they had a shared experience:  friends would often ask 
them to ‘finish’ blankets, sweaters or other projects left undone by deceased loved ones.  They took on 
the challenge and the opportunity to take care of the “Loose Ends” of an item that was not completed 
by a loved one.  For example, a person’s grandmother was knitting a blanket and then became ill, was 
hospitalized-----never had the chance to finish the project---and passed away.  The granddaughter was 
left with a partially completed/partially knitted blanket----didn’t want to throw it away----it represent-
ed a ‘personal connection’ with her grandmother----so, asked friends, Jennifer or Masey, if they would 
complete the knitting.   
 According to the “Loose Ends Project” website, the goal is to keep ‘loved ones close by com-
pleting the projects they’ve left behind.’  Annie Gatewood, who is from Maine, was paired with a vol-
unteer or ‘finisher’.  Annie’s grandmother was dying of lymphoma.  Before her death, the sweaters 
she was knitting for her grandchildren weighted heavily on her mind.  Annie said, “She started knit-
ting and she got through three of them before being diagnosed. She died three months later.”  Around 
the time Gatewood thought of finishing her mother’s labors of love, a friend of hers asked her to be a 
prototype project for a new non-profit she was starting, the Loose Ends Project. Annie said, “There 
was a sense of peace for me. I absolutely know that my mother would’ve been delighted.”  The Loose 
Ends Project is headquartered in Portland Maine and Seattle, Washington.  The project has attracted 
around 1000 finishers globally and is growing. Gatewood said it was not easy to hand over her moth-
er’s sweaters----it required trust on her part.  “I have to admit there was definitely a little bit of faith 
involved----a leap of faith, giving away these sweaters that my mom had knit, to a stranger,” she said.  
The experience was necessary for her to make peace with letting go of her mother’s craft.  Not only 
was she given her mother’s now finished sweaters, but she also met her finisher, Sarah deDoes.  
 During this Easter season our first reading at Mass is very often from the Acts of the Apostles.  
In this book of the New Testament, we literally read about the ‘acts’ of the apostles.  We read about 
what the Apostles did after Jesus ascended to heaven.  He had given them the Great Commission---to 
continue preaching the Gospel----carrying out the work he had done during his earthly ministry.  They 
were to continue the project.  They were to preach and teach. They were to perform miracles.  They 
were to give witness by their very lives of Jesus’ message to love God and neighbor.  They took the 
‘loose ends’ of people’s lives---and did what Jesus did----tie them together, give them meaning and 
purpose. The ministry of Jesus was handed on to his followers-----and maybe I am stretching the anal-
ogy a bit----like the finishers of the knitted items.  They took the work of the another----used their 
skills and abilities, in a generous way---to finish the work.  The disciples, fortified with the gifts of the 
Holy Spirit, in a most generous way---putting their very lives at stake---generously followed the ex-
ample of their Master and Teacher and continued his mission.    
 We are all called to be Jesus’ ‘modern day disciples’----being part of a mission, a project larger 
than ourselves, united with others---to proclaim the ‘Good News’ that Jesus preached.  It is humbling 
to be a disciple.  It is a privileged calling. It requires generosity and commitment. It will use all of our 
skills and abilities---the gifts we know we have and those ‘undiscovered’ gifts.   
 As we continue a season of celebrating Easter let us, with renewed strength and courage be-
come ‘finishers’------disciples----who will bring honor to the Master---by proclaiming the Gospel 
message.
