 Saint Bernard Church 

April 23, 2023 
Third Sunday of Easter 
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Ponderings  

We welcome families to bring their children—our youngest parishioners—in their strollers to Mass. 

On April 29th the Church celebrates the feast day of St. Catherine of Siena.  She was an Italian member of 
the Third Order of St. Dominic.  She was a mystic, activist and author who had a great influence on the 
Catholic Church.  She was canonized in 1461 and is also a Doctor of the Church.   
 Born in 1347, she died in 1380 at the age of 33.  During her life the Papacy had moved to Avignon 
(France)----there is a ‘long story’ to be told about how that happened!  She influenced Pope Gregory XI to 
leave Avignon and return to Rome. The Pope also sent her to negotiate peace with Florence.  Her writings 
include “The Dialogue of Divine Providence”.  Her savvy political skills, her deep spirituality and her loy-
alty to the Church are just a few of her admirable features.  Devotion around Catherine of Siena developed 
rapidly after her death.  She and St. Francis of Assisi are the patron saints of Italy.  She was the second 
woman to be declared a “Doctor of the Church” in 1970.  
 In 2010 Pope Benedict gave an audience in which he spoke of St. Catherine.  He said, “When the 
fame of her holiness spread, she became the protagonist of an intense activity of spiritual guidance for peo-
ple form every walk of life:  nobles and politicians, artists and ordinary people, consecrated men and wom-
en religious, including Pope Gregory XI who was living at Avignon in that period and who she energetical-
ly and effectively urged to return to Rome.”   
 What can we learn from this saint that we can apply in our own lives?  Pope Benedict explains, 
“Like the Sienese saint, every believer feels the need to be conformed with the sentiments of the heart of 
Christ to love God and his neighbor as Christ himself loves.”  He continues, “And we can all let our hearts 
be transformed and learn to love like Christ in a familiarity with him that is nourished by prayer, by medi-
tation on the Word of God and by the sacraments, above all by receiving Holy Communion frequently with 
devotion.”   
 St. Catherine experienced a ‘gift of tears’---what is this?  “Another trait of Catherine’s spirituality is 
linked with the gift of tears.  They express an exquisite, profound sensitivity, a capacity for being moved 
and for tenderness.  Many saints have the gift of tears, renewing th emotion of Jesus himself who did not 
hold back or hide his tears at the tomb of his friend Lazarus and at the grief of Mary and Martha or at the 
sight of Jerusalem during his last days on earth,” according to Pope Benedict.  
 In the “Dialogue of Divine Providence,” she describes Christ, with an unusual image, as a bridge 
flung between Heaven and Earth. In this Easter season we do come to realize that Jesus has won the victory 
over sin and death and has opened for us the Gates of Heaven.  He is the bridge by which we enter those 
gates.   
 Here are a few quotes from her writings:  
1.  “Start being brave about everything. Drive out darkness and spread light. Don’t look at your weakness-
es. Realize instead that in Christ crucified you can do everything.”  Certainly this is message appropriate 
with Easter---that we might have courage arising from our faith in Jesus’ greatest of gifts to us---his own 
life.   
2. “Be who God meant you to be and you will set the world on fire.”  An encouraging thought for all of us!  
She will speak about ‘growing in virtue’----as we all grow in virtue we will grow into that person God 
meant us to be.   
3.   “He will provide the way and the  means, such as you could never have imagined. Leave it all to Him, 
let go of yourself, lose yourself on the cross, and you will find yourself entirely.” We need to give our-
selves generously to others-----‘losing ourselves’ on the cross.  We are called to imitate Jesus’ sacrificial 
giving of himself.   
4.  “You are rewarded not according to your work or your time but according to the measure of your love.”  
In Matthew’s Gospel we read of the final judgment----the criteria of ‘getting into heaven’ is love, charity---
--when I was hungry you fed me; in prison and you visited, etc.   
 St. Catherine is a remarkable saint!  Let us open our hearts to be inspired by her!  A final ‘mystical 
thought’ from her writings----“God is closer to us than water is to a fish”.
