Ponderings

Our parish will celebrate the Sacrament of Confirmation on Tuesday, May 23" with Bishop Rich-
ard Henning as celebrant. We welcome him to St. Bernard’s. The young people of our Confirmation class
have been preparing for this special day. As part of their preparation, they engaged in a series of
‘intentional conversations’ with their sponsors about their faith. They were asked to give a summary of
those conversations. Below you will find a number of ‘quotes’ from their responses (no names have been
given). Overall, their reaction is that the experience of having these conversations with their sponsors has
been very beneficial. We don’t often take the time to talk about our faith with a person----like our sponsor
with whom we are comfortable. How important to talk about our faith----and in a particular way, for our
young people who are making a mature/adult decision to receive the Sacrament of Confirmation, to engage
in this kind of conversation.

“The conversations that I had helped make the sacrament of Confirmation more understandable. I realize
now that God'’s spirit is within me and is my guide to the decisions about what to say and what to do in my

life.”

“One thing I learned is how the Holy Spirit will change you through Confirmation and that you need to
prepare yourself for this big accomplishment. Some ways to do this are through the Sacrament of Reconcil-
iation and by praying constantly in order to build a strong connection with God.”

“I believe that there are many ways that I can grow in my relationship with Jesus. One way I can do this is
by simply reading the Bible more often. Praying consistently also keeps me in contact with the Lord.”

“I also learned why I actually am making my Confirmation. It’s not just because my parents want me to, it
is because I want to. I want to grow in my faith, and I want to become closer to God.’

“Confirmation isn’t the end of the road. It is the start of a life of hard work and effort that will be ultimate-
ly rewarding for yourself and those surrounding you. More than that, the gifts you receive at Confirmation
will help you reach and help people that you meet in need of guidance. The Gifts of the Holy Spirit will be
with you in your own life after Confirmation and it is up to you to figure out what you're going to do with
them.”

“During these conversations I learned that Confirmation is one of the most important steps in your faith
Jjourney; in Confirmation it is 100% your choice to decide if you want to get confirmed, and if you decide
you want to be confirmed, you are confirming your Catholic faith and it is your responsibility on what you
do as a Catholic from there on out.”

“After these conversations, I realized that something very important to me is having the wisdom of distin-
guishing between right and wrong, and that strength will be given to me by the Holy Spirit through Confir-
mation.”

“Through these conversations I discovered that unknowingly I have been relying on God and my faith for
most of my biggest decisions. I realized that through my foundation with the church, I know I always have
something to fall back on. When a serious issue arises, I often think what should I do? What would God
want me to do? Through these series of thoughts, I am able to make the best decisions.”

“Before I really did not think about being confirmed or even cared about it. However, now that Confirma-
tion is getting closer I have realized that it is something [ want to do in order to have a stronger connection
with God and I am very excited and blessed that I get this opportunity.”

After reading these quotes, I am certain that you would agree with me that our young people have matured
in their understanding of the faith----they are able to articulate this----and, perhaps, most importantly, the
Holy Spirit is at work in them already!
