Twenty-Second Sunday in Ordinary Time 
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Ponderings  

Starting in September and going to Easter I will offer an Adult Faith Formation program entitled: Worship 
101: Finding More Meaning in the Mass.  Why?  This year the Church has been highlighting the Eucharist 
(Eucharistic Revival) and this topic seemed appropriate. I have offered this course in the past in other par-
ishes and many of the participants said something like, “I am a lifelong Catholic and I never knew that ------
-“.  We will explore all of the parts of the Mass----their purpose, their origin, Biblical roots, etc.  Here is 
short sample of questions that will be explored:  
 
-What is the purpose of the entrance procession?  
-How are people prepared and encouraged to celebrate the liturgy?  
-What is the purpose of the ‘introductory rites’?  
-What is the purpose of the entrance song?  
-Can instrumental music or silence be effective during the procession?  
-What is the purpose of kissing the altar?  
-What is the purpose of the sign of the cross?  
-What forms does the ‘greeting’ take?  
-What gesture accompanies the greeting?  
-What is the purpose of the penitential rite?  
-Are there certain seasons when the penitential rite should be more pronounced?  
-What is the purpose of the ‘Gloria’?  
-During what seasons or on what occasions is it most appropriate?  
-What is the purpose of the Opening Prayer?  
-In what sense is the Liturgy of the Word a celebration?  
-May non scriptural readings ever be used in the celebration?  
-What are the advantages of having three readings on Sundays?  
-In what manner does the reader approach the ambo? 
-What is the purpose of the psalm response?  
-Are the people generally aware of the reason why a particular psalm is used?  
-What is the purpose of the second reading?  
-What is the purpose of the Gospel acclamation?  
-Since every celebration of the eucharist is a celebration of the Paschal mystery why is the  
 Alleluia omitted during Lent?  
-Why are special signs of solemnity given only to the Gospel?  
-What is the purpose of the homily?  
-Is it preferable to sing or to recite the profession of faith?  
-What is the purpose of the General Intercessions? (Universal Prayer)  
-What is the nature of the concluding prayer?  
-Should the corporal and sacramentary be on the altar before it is prepared for the eucharistic  
 celebration?   
-What is the purpose of mixing water with the wine?  
-What is the purpose of the washing of the hands?  
-What gesture accompanies the invitation to pray over the gifts? 
-What is the meaning of the Eucharistic Prayer?   
-What is the role of the priest in the Eucharistic Prayer?  
-Why does the assembly stand during the preface but kneel throughout the remainder of  
 the prayer? 
These and many more questions will be answered!  Since we have been attending Mass when we were chil-
dren we normally watched what others did and then imitated them.  We learned ‘what to do’ but not always 
‘why are we doing what we are doing’…….. 
So---join us to “Find More Meaning in the Mass”
